Online Giving – Single Gifts and Recurring Gifts 
The easiest way is to donate is on the Support Us page of the alumni website www.rgswandaos.foundation 
Donors can choose to make single gifts and or to set up Direct Debits for recurring gifts. The website process also 
incorporates the option to make a Gift Aid declaration to increase the value of qualifying donations. 
 
Setting up a Standing Order for Recurring Gifts
